
❑ Buy a smoke detector (alarm), and put it in or near the bedrooms in your home.

❑ Never leave the kitchen while food is cooking on the stove.

❑ Never smoke in bed or while napping in a chair or sofa.

❑ Keep space heaters and candles at least three feet away from curtains, beds, blankets, furniture 
and other items that may catch fire.

❑ Don’t plug too many things into one electrical outlet.
